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Request for Proposal

To Develop Assessment Methodology for
Environmentally Sound Technologies (ESTs)

UNEP launched the project titled “Support for Environmental Management of the Iraqi Marshlands” in August 2004 within the framework of the United Nations Trust Fund for Iraqi Reconstruction. The goal of this project is to support the sustainable management and restoration of the Iraqi Marshlands, by facilitating strategy formulation, monitoring and analysing current conditions, raising capacity for policy and technical management, and implementing Environmentally Sound Technologies (ESTs) on a pilot basis. 
As part of its strategy to increase capacity for the identification and selection of appropriate EST options, the project includes development of a robust EST assessment methodology.

ESTs are defined in Chapter 34 of Agenda 21 as technologies that: protect the environment; are less polluting; use all resources in a more sustainable manner; recycle more of their wastes and products; and handle residual wastes in a more acceptable manner than the technologies for which they are substitutes.
The proposal is invited from individuals and organizations to carry out the development of a general methodology for ESTs and identification of relevant approaches to the specific Iraqi case as well as their general applications.  Two stages in the development of the methodology are foreseen.  The first will lead to development of a generic EST assessment methodology built upon already available methodologies and the successes/failures achieved in their application.  The review and assessment of relevant literature will draw upon work that has been developed by and for UNEP DTIE-IETC as well as other resources, such as those available through various sources. The second stage will consist of applying the generic methodology to develop sector specific methodologies for the following four sectors: drinking water and sanitation, waste water treatment, phytotechnologies and solid waste management

Terms of Reference (ToR)

 The selected individual / organization will perform the following activities/tasks in co-operation with UNEP DTIE-IETC to develop and deliver an EST assessment methodology that will contribute to the successful preparation, implementation and evaluation of pilot projects in the Iraqi marshland project region, and in formulation of an assessment methodology  for selecting most appropriate ESTs over  much broader spectrum of circumstances.

1. Identify and review the relevant literature in three key sectors: sustainability, technology assessment, and socio-economic considerations.  This review will also include collection and review of key documents from UNEP DTIE-IETC.

2. Select appropriate methods for comparison of ESTs, develop criteria for comparison in concert with UNEP DTIE-IETC and other external experts, and carry out the comparative analysis of selected methods.  This will, in turn, lead to identification of the main components of the methodology.

3. Prepare the draft methodology and present it in the in-house workshop to be organized by UNEP DTIE-IETC where a few selected sector specific experts for drinking water and sanitation, wastewater treatment, phytotechologies, and solid waste management will be invited. Ensure that the methodology is reviewed by and benefited from the integration of external expertise.
4. Revise, update and edit the methodology based on feedback and evaluation by UNEP DTIE-IETC, and provide final versions to UNEP DTIE-IETC in camera ready format on:
a. A generic EST assessment methodology

b. Four sector specific versions (based on inputs/draft provided by IETC experts) for drinking water and sanitation, waste water treatment, phytotechnologies and solid waste management

5. The individual / organization will furnish and submit the following products as per the indicated timeline:
a. Report on the review of the literature and selection of the comparison methods and criteria in 2 weeks after the commencement

b. Draft methodology in 4 weeks after the commencement

c. Final versions of the methodology in camera ready format in 8 weeks after the commencement

The interested individuals / organizations should submit the proposal containing the following information:

· Profile of the individual / organization

· Capability statement illustrating earlier experience in conducting similar tasks related to environmentally sound technologies ESTs

· Detailed implementation plan in line with ToR and timeline

· CV of the individual / experts from the organization responsible for this task

· Any other requirements indicated in the ToR

· Inclusive fee proposal for all services, including cost of staff time, travel costs including attending a workshop in Japan, and any others related to complete this task

We request you to submit your technical and financial proposal by email and/or fax latest by 26 August 2005 (Friday) by 09:00 Japan Standard Time. The duly signed hard copies of the proposal should be received by courier not later than 26 August 2005 (Friday) by 17:00 Japan Standard Time.
